Protocol

1. Have them sign information letter/consent form and W-9

2. Provide paper, markers, pencils, and other supplies. Say:

“Imagine that the library has a big, new, empty space – about the size of Douglass Dining Center – and they ask YOU to design it. You can put up walls or not have walls. You can buy furniture, hire staff, have the amenities and comforts that you want. It will be part of the library and it will be your place to use the library.

“So you design the space and overnight it is built. It is exactly the way you wanted it to be and you love it and want to go there a lot.

“Show us what it looks like.”

4. Pay $5 and have student complete receipt.

Alternate exercise:

“Imagine that the library builds a new floor on top of your dorm as a new library space. It will be part of the library but it will be on top of your dorm and you will be able to go up there anytime you want to use the library. And the ask YOU to design it… [continue as above].”
